The purpose of the present independent study was to develop an instructional model based on
local wisdom for Prathomsuksa IV (Grade 4) Life -Experience Group (Social Studies).

The target group consisted of 22 grade-4 student in Nongwaeng Nua Schooi, under Kalasindhu
Provincial Office of Primary Education during the secone semester of the 2001 academic year.

There were three categories of tools used in the study, i.e. 1) the experimental tool which
consisted of 4 lesson plans (for 16 hrs.) based on local wisdom for the Life-Fxperience Group (Social
Studies), on the unit of “Making a Living”, 2) the reflection tools which included a teaching behavior
observation form, a students’ studying behavior observation form, a teacher diary, exercises, and an
end-of-spiral quiz, and 3) an effectiveness evaluation form which was a group-based learning
achievement test for the Life-Experience Group (Social Studics) on the unit of “Making a Living.”

The study employed an action research procedure which was consisted of 2 action spirals. The
first spiral involved the teaching of lessons 1-2, and the second spiral, lessons 3-4. The rescarcher
kept a field record of what she saw from her observation and interview of students. At the end of each
spiral the students were given a quiz in order to evaluate their progress. After that the researcher and her
co-researchers analyzed and discussed the reflection data which were collected from observations, field
records, student interviews and then made adjustment of the tcaching/learning activities in order to make
the activities in the next spiral more effective.

The results:

1) A teaching model based on local wisdom for the Life-Experience Group (Social Studies)
was developed and was consisted of 6 steps of 1) the introduction in which the teacher and students
worked together to identify a problem by means of using instructional media and other methods which
eventually would lead to the application of local wisdom; 2) the specification of aims in which the
teacher and students worked together to specify problems, activities and the purpose of using local
wisdom; 3) the planning in which the teacher and students worked together to do planning according to
step (3.1) of setting up research groups, choosing group chairman, and group secretary, (3) preparing
questions and problems according to the aims, (3.3) specifying regulations in the study of locai
wisdom, (3.4) preparing educational cquipment and materials, (3.5) preparing measures for the
prevention and solutions to problems or obstacles that may arise from applying local wisdom; 4) lhc.
execution of the previously organized plans; 5) the conclusion in which students worked together to
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conclade the results of their stadies; and 6) the evaluation which was made according te the prearranged
items. The activities at this sicp included a discussion, preparation of information signs, presenting
reports and doing exercises at the end of each lesson.

2) Leaming achievement of the student was higher than the prescribed criterion of 75%.
