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The purposes of this research were to separate the gifted students from the normal students and
find out the direction to administrate the secondary school education for gifted students of Kanchananukroh
Kanchanaburi School, There were two steps of researching process: 1)Separated the gifted students from
the normal students in the ability of Mathematics-Science, Language and Ans. 2)ldentify the direction to
administrate the gifted student. This research was using 378 students of Mathayomsuksa 4, first semester,
year 2545 of Kanchananukroh Kanchanaburi School as population. The Research Instruments consisted of:
1) Student list form for advisors. 2) Student list form for classmate.
3)Qusstionnaire for parents. 4)Questionnaire for students. 5) The standard questionnaire from Testing and
Psychology Office of Srinakarinwirot Prasanmitr University. 6) The evaiuation form the expertise. 7) The
arrangement of the seminar in order to have the direction to encourage the gifted student. The data was
analyzed by using frequency, percentile, average, standardize deviation, and content analysis. The
research finding were as foliows:

First Step: Separated the gifted students form the normal sfudents. Having gifted students in
Mathematics-Sciences Ability 20 students, in Linguistic Ability 27 students, and in Arts Ability 12 students.

Second Step: The direction of education administration for gifted students from the seminar were
as follows:

1. Qurriculum Aspects, administrate the education wnich appropriate to the potential of the
student. Higher the difficulty and challenges of the contents. Blend some subjects together. Provides more
elective subjects. Emphasize the higher level thinking process. Provides more activities. Emphasize all
parts of brain development, so catled “Whole Brain Approach”.

2. Teaching and Learning Process Aspects, invite the specialist or local expertise, so called
“Mentoring”. "Enrichment”, accumulate the student’s experience. “Extension”, extend the activity to have
more wider and deeper and extend the curriculum by providing some learning programs outside from the
curriculum. “Acceleration”, reduce the study duration and re-arrange the study schedule to have more free
hours.

3. Personnel Aspects, management and teachers concentrate on successfulness.
Management should encourage teachers to have self-improvement. Teachers should have teaching
process which using child center and learning by group concept. Teachers should take care of the student
individually.

4. Media and Instruments Aspects, recruit fund from local budgets such as Parents and

Teacher Association. Increase the learning sources.
