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The purposes of this research were to determine (1) the homeschooling subsystems operation
(2) the result of differences of two family groups subsystems operation; single families and families
which have some agreement with general schools, and (3) the homeschooling problems and ways to
solve them. The conceptual framework was the family subsystems. The samples used were 36 parents;
30 parents of single families and 6 parents of families which have some agreement with general schools,
who lived in Bangkok and around. The statistical used for data analyzed were frequency, percentage,
standard deviation, arithmetic mean, t-test, and content analysis.

The results of this research were as follow:

1. The homeschooling subsystems administrated by parents was high as a whole view,
Administration subsystems such goals and values, and sociological were highest. The subsystems such
managerial, technical, and structural were administrated less respectively.

2. The result of differences of two family groups subsystems operation was found that they
didn’t differently at the 0.05 level as a whole view. In addition, most of subsystems, such as goals and
values, technical, structural, and managerial were not different, but the sociological subsystem at the
0.05 level was. In order that, the parents of single families administrated to sociological subsystem
more than other.

3. Homeschooling problems of 2 family groups resembled that was to say the system
administrations and the homeschooling law were not clear, some of the parents’s comprehensive and
readiness were poor, the rights for homeschoolers were not equal to the general students, and people
did not accept homeschooling generally. So that, the parents wanted the government to push the
homeschooling law soon, to provide the personnels who can clearly understand about homeschool,

including sincerely and seriously give them support.
