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The purposes of this descriptive research were to find 1.) the basic education school
administrator's environmental managements , 2) the differences among the basic education schoo!
administrators’ environmental managements in schools of different sizes and premises, and 3) the
problems and suggestions for the basic education school administrators’ environmental
managements. The samples were 97 primary basic education schools obtained from stratified
random sampling. The respondents consisted of school directors, deputy school directors,
teachers responsible for environmental works, basic education school board, three of them from
each school, 291 in total. The research instrument was a questionnaire concerning environmental
managements, constructed by the researcher, from the viewpoints on urban environmental
managements of the Municipality League of Thailand, and the educational standard for external quality
assessment. Frequency, Mean, Percentage, Standard Deviation, T-test, and One-way ANNOVA were
used in data in analysis. The differences were tested by Scheffe’s Method and Content Analysis

The findings revealed as foliows :

1.The basic education school administrators’ environmental managements, as a whole and as
an individual aspect, were at a bigh level

2. The basic education school administers’ environmental managements’ classified according
to school sizes and premises, were significantly different at .05 level . As an individual aspect, it
was found that there were differences in the administrators' environmental managements of
schools of different sizes, except for the practice of the action plans. For the administrators’
environmental managements of different premises, there were differences in every aspect at .05
level of significance.

3. The problems of the basic education school administrators’ environmental managements
were community's lack of conscience, lack of participation, lack of budget, and schools
overloaded with routine works. Suggestions were that public relations and seminars should be

provided, and schools should be prepared to become tearming sources.
