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WANNACHAI RANGSRI : MATERIALS AND ASSETS QUALITY MANAGEMENT IN BASIC
EDUCATION SCHOOL UNDER RATCHABURI EDUCATIONAL SERVICE AREA OFFICE 2. AN
INDEPENDENT STUDY ADVISOR: ASST.PROF. PRASERT INTARAK, Ed.D. 127 pp.

The purposes of the research were to determine: 1) the materials and assets quality
management in basic education school under Ratchaburi Educational Service Area Office 2 and 2)
the problems and the suggestions on the materials and assets quality management in basic
education school under Ratchaburi Educational Service Area Office 2. The population consisted of
14 secondary schools. The respondents were administrators, assistant administrators and in charge
of budgeting and teachers responsible for materials and assets management, and 2 teachers, with
the total of 70. The instruments were: 1) the questionnaire regarding of the materials and assets
management based on Ministry of Education and Deming concept and 2) the focus group. The
statistics used were frequency (f), percentage (%), mean (y), standard deviation (S.D.), and
content analysis.

The research findings were as follows:

1) The materials and assets quality management in basic education school under
Ratchaburi Educational Service Area Office 2, as a whole and as an individual were at a high levels,
ranking from the highest to the lowest : the identification of procurement, the data base of materials
and assets management, the material maintenance and excision, and the materials procurement .

2) The problems of the materials and assets quality management in basic education
school under Ratchaburi Educational Service Area Office 2 were : the data base of materials and
assets management were not up to date, teachers could not use the data base of materials and
assets program, inadequacy of the procurement of materials, the procurement did not go as
planned, some were unavailable, the list and the assets were not matched, low maintenance, jack of
maintenance procedures, inadequacy of funding for asset management, and too many processes {o
excision. As for suggestions; certain personnel should be appointed to take charge of material and
asset management, or teachers should be trained to perform the tasks, teachers should involve in
the management process, the assets and materials management should be superused to perform

accordingly to the plan and the budget, and annual evaluation should be proceeded.
