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The purposes of this research were to determine 1) the participative
management of basic education school administrators in Ratchaburi Educational Service
Area Office 2, 2) the education quality standard of basic education schools in
Ratchaburi Educational Service Area Office 2 and 3) the participative management of
basic education school administrators affecting education quality standard of basic
education schools in Ratchaburi Educational Service Area Office 2. The samples were 77
basic education schools in Ratchaburi Educational Service Area Office 2. The respondents
comprised of administrators , head of subject groups and school boards of basic
education schools, totaling 847 respondents. The research instrument was a
questionnaire on participative management of basic education school administrators
according to Swansburg's viewpoints and education quality standard of basic education
schools from education standards, indicators and criteria for the second round external
quality assessment of basic education levels (B.E. 2549 - 2553) of The Office of
Standard Assurance and Educational Quality Assessment (Public Organizaiton). The

statistics applied data analysis were frequency (f), percentage (%), mean (—)Z),
standard deviation (S.D.), and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The findings revealed as follows:

1) The participative management of basic education school administrators In
Ratchaburi Educational Service Area Office 2 was overall at a high level. 2) The
education quality standard of basic education schools in Ratchaburi Educational Service
Area Office 2 was overall at a high level. 3) The participative management of basic
education school administrators affecting education quality standard of basic education
schools in Ratchaburi Educational Service Area Office 2 was participative management of

basic education school administrators in overall dimension at .01 level of significance.
