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The purpose of the thesis is to study the restoration of Prapathomchedi
Pagoda from archives in the reign of Rama IV to the grand restoration during the reign of
Rama IX within the National Archives and ancient Thai manuscripts within
the Manuscripts and Inscriptions Group at the National Library. Other sources include
the local archives of Prapathomchedi Temple in Nakhonpathom Province and
an interview with a staff member of the Fine Arts Department. After studying, the data
was arranged in a calendar format in order to assist researchers in finding and
accessing needed documents easily, rapidly and more completely. In addition,

the calendar helps to preserve the original documents.

After collecting and analyzing data from 1853 A.D. to 1981 A.D., a total of
245 entries were made into the calendar format. The documents can be divided into two
groups: textual archives which consist of ancient Thai manuscripts and government
documents, and audio-visual archives which consist of photographs, sound recordings,
maps and plans. These archives, when arranged in the calendar, allow us to understand
the chronological history of the restoration of Prapathomchedi Pagoda, along with the

buildings and other related things in the surrounding areas.
