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The purposes of this research were ;1) to examine the Four Paths of Accomplishment, Self-eflicacy.
" Social SuPpon from govemment organization, Social Support from Sangkha, Social Support from people and the
Performance of Sanghadhikara’s Roles in emotional development of people in Mukdahan province, 2) to compare
the performance of Sanghadhikara’s Roles between the abbots of different groups, in terms of years since
ordaination, years to beinning Sanghadhikara, Dhamma Education levels, Pali Education levels, Formal Education
levels and experiences in being trained, 3) to investigate the Four Paths of Accomplishment, Self-eflicacy, Social
‘Suppon from government organization, Social Support from Sangkha and Social Support from people as the
predictors of the Performance of Sangkhachikara’s Roles in emotional de’elopment of people. The samples were
175 Sanghadhikaras in Mukdahan Province, derived by a stratified random sampling technique. Instruments used
in this study were questionnaires constructed _by the researcher. The data were analyzed by percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test, One-Way ANOVA and the stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The findings were as follows : |

1. The Four Paths of Accomplishment and Self-efficacy were at a high level. The Social Support
from govemnment organization, Social Support from Sangha, Social Support from people and the Performance of
Sanghadhikara’s Roles in emotional development of-people were at a moderate level. ’

2. Sanghadhikaras who had different years since ordaination performed Sanghadhikara’s Roles
diﬂ'ermtly'at .01. While that of the abbots with different Dhamma Education levers, and Pali Education levels
performed Sanghadhikara’s Roles significantly different at .05 level, And that of the abbots with different
experiences in being trained performed Sanghadhikara’s Roles significantly different at .001 level. Yet, that of the
abbots with different years to beinning Sanghadhikara, and Formal Education were notsigpiﬁmntly different.

3. The Four Paths of Accomplishment and Self-efficacy predicted the performance bf
Sanghadhikara’s Roles in emotional development of people at 28.1 %, with a statistical significant level of 0.001.
