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The purpose of this independent study was to develop the software for budget
management for the Policy and Planning Section, Faculty of Humanities, Chiang Mai University
by constructing the programs for recording and concluding the information on the budget
spending based on monetary evidence through the Internet system.

The instruments used were Microsoft SQL 2005 for managing database and Microsoft
Visual Studio.Net for developing the Internet User Interface System.

It was found that developed software greatly increased the efficiency of report
arrangement. Moreover, it rapidly and conveniently displayed output which supported

administrators in their decision making.
