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The purpose of the rescarch was to cvaluate the Basic Educational Curriculum
Implementation. The CIPP model of Daniel L. Stufflebcam was used as a theoretical framework for the
study. The sample consisted of 19 pilot schools during the first academic year 2002 , Under the Office
of the Private Education Commission in Western Region. The 114 respondents were divided into 3
groups; administrators , teachers and curriculum committece and school committee. iI‘he instrument used
for collecting data was questionnaire, which constructed by researcher, based on the Educational Law
B.E. 2542 and the Basic Educational Curriculum B.E. 2544. All data lobtained during 15 th August to
30 th September 2002 , and were analyzed by using percentage (%) , T-score and standard deviation
(8.D.). The findings revealed that :

1. Context Evaluation : The overall of context evaluation ; internal and external factors ,
cumculum objectives, curriculum structure and curriculum strands were at the medium level.

2. Input Evaluation : The overall of input evaluation ; teacher characteristics, student
characteristics and leaming materials were at the medium level.

3. Process Evaluation : The overall of process evaluation; curriculum making,
curriculum administration, learning procedure and evaluation were at the medium level.

4. Product Evaluation : The overall of product curriculum making, curriculum

administration, leamning procedure and evaluation were at the medium level.
