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SARINYA SURIYACHAY: THE EVALUATION OF NEEDS IN PROMOTING THE
ELDERLY’S LIFE QUALITY IN TAMBON BANGSAIPA, AMPUR BANGLANE,
NAKORNPATHOM PROVINCE.

This research has been conducted to study the level of the elderly’s life quality in Tambon
Bangsaipa, Ampur Banglane, Nakornpathom Province, in order to study their needs and analyze the
causes of their needs in promoting their life quality.

The research has found the results as followed: their physical, their need in health nourishment
and regular exercise come in the first place (PNI = 0.3664), health check-up and watch-out come in the
second place (PNI = 0.3048), having enough money to spend come in the third place (PNI = 0.2984), and
their need in enough clothing comes in the last place (PNI 0.1324). Concerning security and well-being,
their need in getting enough monthly social pension comes in the first place (PNI = 0.4152), being
employed or having enough income to spend comes in the second place (PNI = 0.3223), secure and
continuous source of income come in the third place (PNI = 0.2930), and unity of family members and
neighbors come in the last place (PNI = 0.1700).

Related to love and warmth, their need in being loved and cared by friends come in the first
place (PNI = 0.2346), being helped by neighbors and community members comes in the second place
(PNI = 0.2246), having a chance to meet close relatives and elderly friends comes in the third place (PNI
= (.2212), and giving love to others comes in the last place (PNI = 0.1388). About being respected by
family members, their need in participating in social activities comes in the first place (PNI = 0.2382),
being proud and able to make a decision come in the second place (PNI = 0.1964), being accepted to be
worth consulting comes in the third place (PNI = 0.1934), and being reliable to family members comes in
the last place (PNI = 0.1521). Concerning the pursuit of themselves, their need in showing off their
potential or social role comes in the first place (PNI = 0.2288), being able to solve family problems comes
in the second place (PNI = 0.2041), being able to choose their way of life and doing activities come in the

third place (PNI = 0.1934), and being able to accept their age comes in the last place (PNI = 0.1355).
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
