The objectives of this research were two fold: firstly, to evaluate the success of social work in the
Project for Developing Leadership and Creativity of Nakhon Pathom Children and Youths (Project 1), the
Happy Family Program (Project 2) and the Thai Phirom Journal Project (Project 3); secondly, to study the
problems in Nakhon Pathom Club and Association Co-Operate Center and find the solutions to solve such
problems. The population and sample group consisted of 131 participants. The population was made up of 30
students from Grades 5 and 6 of Thesaban 1 School Wat Phra Ngarm (Samakeepittaya) who had joined in
the Project for Developing Leadership and Creativity of Nakhon Pathom Children and Youths. The sample
group included 21 families that were participating in the Happy Family Program and 80 members of the Center.
This survey research was based on Tyler's Rationale and Model of Summative Evaluation. The instruments
were three sets of semi-structured interviews and the data was analyzed by the SPSS Program to calculate

percentage, mean and standard deviation. The sums are as follows : The success of the Project 1 and The

Project 2 were at the medium level ( X =1.80) and ( X =2.39) respectively. The success of the Project 3 was at

the high level (;C_ =3.00)

According to the problems found in these 3 projects, there were insufficiencies of time and activities
or games in the Project 1; limitation of participants from each family and inadequate number of families
participating in the Project 2; and usage of too formal and academic language and unclear illustrations in the
Project 3.

The suggestion and regarding in each project : the Project 1 should be spent more time on training
course and provide more activities or games for members. The Project 2 should not limit number of participants
from each family and encourage participants to participate in other projects. Most of them proposed to change
the training location including resort in suburb. And the Project 3 should be use short and simple language and
should not formal language. Most of participants advised that the Thai Phirom Journal should publish

throughout the articles from members and the content should also diversify especially in field of career.
