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The purposes of the present study included: 1) to develop a local community learning
unit on life quality improvement based on the philosophy of sufficiency economy for grade 10
students in Nong Songk.ag Wittaya School in Khon Kaen Province, 2) to-study the students’
desirable characteristics according to the philosophy of sufficiency economy, and 3) to study the
students’ learning achievement in the learning unit.

The study followed action research procedure and the target group consisted of 40 grade-
10 students in Nong Songhong Wittaya School, Khon Kaen Province during the second semester
of the 2008 school year. The tools used for the study included a learning unit on life quality
improvement based on the philosophy of sufficiency economy, a learming achievement test, a
desirable characteristics test, a behavior observation form, and a teacher’s teaching behavior

observation form. The collected data were analyzed by means of arithmetic mean and percentage.

The results:

1. The learning unit on life quality improvement based on the philosophy of sufficiency
economy for grade 10 students in NongSonghong Wittaya School which had been developed
comprises of an analysis of learning standards and learning substance of the 4" Level, an analysis
of the expected learning achievement, concept mapping, title of the learning unit, and lesson
plans. The unit also focuses on promoting desirable characteristics in the leamers basing on
Bloom’s cognitive development ideas. The principles of sufficiency economy philosophy were
also applied to learning activities so organized. An assessment of the learning unit by experts

resulted in a “highest” level of good quality with a mean score of 4.90 or 98.28% of approval.

2. On the aspect of desirable characteristics, it was found that 97.50% of the students
possessed 86.60% of the desirable characteristics according to the philosophy of sufficiency
economy which passed the prescribed criterion which stated that 80% of the students possessed
70% of the desirable characteristics according to the philosophy of sufficiency economy.

3. As regards learning achievement, it was found that 85% of the students made a mean
learning achievement score of 77.38% of the full marks which passed the prescribed passing
criterion which stated that 80% of the students make a mean leaming achievement score of 75%

of the full marks.
