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Abstract
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This study aimed to develop a teaching professional experience curriculum based on
the reformed curriculum of five year teachers training program. The delphi technique was utilized to
determine the framework of the curriculum construction by the consensus of 29 experts. A teaching
professional experience curriculum was then developed based on these data. This curriculum was later
verified by the other 25 experts.

The results of this study were composed of

1. A teaching professional experience curriculum including : 1) Rational and Need
Assessment 2) Philosophy 3) Principle 4) Objective 5) Structure 6) Activity 7) Evaluation and
8) Management

2. Four type of curriculum supplements including :

2.1 A teaching professional experience module consisting 25 credits of 5 modules of
subjects, which were : Three modules of readiness preparation fundamental for teaching professional
experience, each module requires 3 credits (or 135 hours) and two modules of teaching professional
experience in network school, each modules requires 8 credits (or 350 hours).

2.2 A handbook for teaching professional experience.

2.3 A notebook and forms for teaching professional experience, for module 1, 2 and 3.

2.4 A notebook and forms for teaching professional experience, for module 4 and 5.
