This study was to development the local curriculum in Art Key Learning Area on Norlh?as%m
traditional folk song for the third level (Secondary Grade 3) students, Moungwan Pattana Suksa School,
Nampong District, Khon Kaen Province. Four stepts were used for developing curriculum : (1) study and
analyze data based, (2) develop curricutum, (3) verify a quality of the constructed curriculum and, (4) organize
public hearing for local curriculum. The research instrument were : (1) a structured-interview form for need
assessment and guidelines for the development of participation of stakeholders, (2) a set of questionnaire related
to structure of curriculum for school administrators and teachers, (3) a structured-interview form related to
structure of curriculum for local wisdom experts and experts in Morlum (folk song), (4) a set of criterian for
judging curriculum structure, (5) a set of questionnaire to get opinion about the curriculum exhibition and, (6) a
frame work for focus-group discussion. Data were analyzed by frequency, percentages, mean and content
analysis.

The findings showed that : (1) participants need to develop Northeastern traditional folk song
curriculum. The suggestion included a construction of additional course for the third level (Secondary Grade 3)
students, and learning time requirement of 80 hours/year. The constructed curriculum included both theory and
practice emphazing practicing of Morlum (folk song). They wanted to have a local wisdom experts to
participate in instructional activities, (2) the curriculum development detail included : principle and goal of
curriculum, course description , curriculum structure, learning requirement time, guidelines for teaching and
learning instruction, instructional media and learning resource and, measurement and evaluation. Scope and
content included : history of Morlum (folk song), meaning of Morlum,types, characteristics, kinds of songs,
roles of Morlum to society, practice singing, benefit from Morlum, trends for conservation and development of
Morlum, (3) the curricutum verification by experts showed that : the curriculum was suitable and relevant and,
it showed appropriateness at highest level, (4) the exhibition for the constructed curriculum was suitable.
Participants also rated at the highest point in an issue of value of Morlum in cultural aspect and usefulness for
community. As for students, they were pleased with Morlum curriculum. School administrators and teachers

viewed that Northeastern traditional folk song curriculum was suitable to implement from 2005 academic year.
