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The purpose of this research was to study school based curriculum development in accordance with
the Basic Education Curriculum B.E. 2544 : Social Studies, Religion and Culture in a pilot-school and
network schools in Chaiyaphum province under the Office of the Primary Education. The researcher
conducted the study in two phases; phase 1 was a survey research conducted in a pilot school and
network schools; phase 2 was case study in a pilot school and a network school. The population of the
study were school administrators, and teacher responsible for Social Studies Religion and Culture in 1
pilot school and 18 network schools, totaling 90 persons. The quantitative data were collected on a
survey research study basis. The instrumenis were questionnaires, a computerized SPSS program was
used for computing a frequency value, percentage, mean and standard dcviation. The interview,
observation and documentary analysis were used in case study.

The results of the study in phase 1, it was found that the school curriculum preparation from the
school administrators and teachers in overall views were high, and the problems and obstacles were low.
Also the overall view of school curriculum implementation from the teachers responsible for social
studies, religion and culture, in overall view were high, and the problems and obstacles, in all facets,
were average.

The results of the study in phase 2, of two cases, it was found that the schools
prepared the curriculum by strictly followed guideline from the Department of curriculum and
Instruction Development. School administrators and teachers worked very hand in prepared and

implemented their school curriculum but lacked of confidence in some part.
