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The purpose of this research was to study the mental health and factor related to
mental health of the Physically Disabled War Veterans General Hospital. The subject
used in this study were 137 patients. The self-reporting instruments were general
demographic survey questionnaire, SCL-90 (Symptom Checklist) and MPI (Maudsley
Personality Inventory). The data were analyzed for descriptive statistic : percentage,
mean, standard deviation, Chi square, Pearson Product Moment Correlation
Coefficiency , Scheffe and regression analysis by SPSS.

The study found that 86.9 percent of patients had mental health problem.
Somatization 89.8 percent, Phobia Anxiety 67.2 percent, Psychoticism 65.0 percent,
Paranoid Ideation 55.5 percent, Hostility 54.7 percent, Depression 48.2 percent,
Interpersonal Sensitivity 47.5 percent, Obsessive — Compulsive 10.2 percent, Anxiety
8.8 percent. Age, marital status, treat right, number of join the battle, period of the
physically disabled, cause of the physically disabled, cause of this admitted, substance
use, N Scale personality, factor about family and helping system were statistically

significant related to mental health problem at p< .01
