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Television and Communications for Sustainable Development’ is the title of this
qualitative research study. The objectives of this research are: 1) to study how government
agencies use television as a medium for the communication of the sustainable development
concept to the people, and 2) to study the contents regarding the sustainable development
concept that have been communicated through Thai television by government agencies. The
researcher haé obtained information from two sources. Firstly, documents which include
program schedules of Channel 3, Channel 5, Channel 7, Channel 9, Channel 11 and 1TV,
together with, program background documents and program introduction documents from the
producers. Secondly, tapes of governmental television programs on sustainable development

through direct observation and content analysis.

The study has found that all channels are used, with Channel 11 being the primary one,
and that programs on sustainable development are documentary in nature with emphasis on in-
depth information compared with other programs. In studying the content of these programs,
the research has revealed that the sample programs share five common values. These values
are 1) self-sustainability 2) self-sufficiency 3) values of local wisdom 4) communal conformity,
and 5) public and individual integrity. These ideas are all in compliance with policies regarding
the ongoing development of human resources as specified in the National Economic and Sociat

Development Plan.
