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The major purpose of the study was to evaluate Master of Arts Program in
Community Psychology, Silpakorn University by CIPP model which including context,
input, process and product. It consisted of both quantitative and qualitative research
method. Data were collected from existing documents, questionnaires, and interview.
The target population were 1) 32 graduate students, 2) 33 students who completed
practicum in community psychology, 3) 30 high ranking officers and 4) 7 department
instructors and 3 experts in the field. The quantitative data were analyzed by frequency,
percentage, mean (;), standard deviation (S.D.), and qualitative data were content
analysis.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. Context : (1) The curriculum objectives were appropriate at the high level.
It should emphasize researcher role as well as consultant role in the real community
settings. (2) The structure of curriculum, at least 48 credits, was appropriate in both
core courses and selective courses. Requirement for a thesis was the most
appropriate.

2. Input : (1) The essence of curriculum should include learning from real life
settings with classroom learning. (2) Qualification required in the program and selection
process were appropriate, énd the program should give public notice of community
psychology concept to a range of work settings. (3) Degree of education and number
of instructors as compared to students were appropriate. Teachers allowed sufficient
times to give advice of thesis. (4) Thai textbooks and research in the field were not
sufficient.

3. Process : (1) Overall teachers’ behaviors were at the high level. Statistics
and Research Methodology courses were the highest means for graduate students,
and teaching using lecture method was the highest mean for students. (2) Overall
students’ behaviors were at the high level. Graduate students understood more of

themselves and others, students had opportunity to exchange experiences and
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participate with classmates, and also understood more of themselves and others. (3)
Practicum and supervision were at the high level. Graduate students received advice,
suggestions and emotional support from department supervisors, whereas, students
received from supervisors in practicum settings. (4) Providing overall courses in
community psychology were at the highest level for graduate students and were at the
high level for students. Both two groups agreed that Statistics in Behavioral and Social
Sciences Research was the appropriate course. (5) Overall supports from Graduate
School, Faculty of Education and university library were at the high level. (6) Thesis
process was appropriate at the high level. Graduate students felt satisfied and made
commitment in conducting thesis at the highest level.

4. Product : (1) Graduate students' characteristics related to gaining knowledge
in community psychology and applying knowledge to work were at the high level. The
most salient characteristic was improved high self-esteem. Also, graduate students had
high levels of satisfaction and highest levels of satisfaction with their
outcomes at the percentage of 53.1 and 34.1 respectively. Most of them were able to
implement their works. (2) High ranking officers rated overall graduate students’
performances in general works and performances as community psychologists at the
high level. They had high and highest levels of satisfaction with graduate students at
the percentage of 70 and 26.7 respectively. They thought that graduate students took
responsibility in job duties, conformed to rules, and were enthusiastic towards
organizational achievement goals. And as community psychologists, graduate students
were able to educate people in community, understand community problems, assess

community needs, and facilitate community at the high level.
