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The purposes of this research were to 1) evaluate school-based curriculum on foreign languages of
first and second level in pilot schools in context, input, process and product. 2) compare the results of
evaluation school-based curriculum on foreign languages of first and second level in pilot schools in context,
input, process and product of parents that was classified by level, occupation and income. 3) compare the
resuits of evaluation school-based curriculum on foreign languages of first and second level in pilot schools in
context, input, process and product of students that was classified by level. Samples in this research were
consisted of 6 administrators, 9 teachers, 201 parents and 281 students. The instruments employed were
checked item form, questionnaires and interview form. The data were analyzed by percentage, mean, standard
deviation, t-test independent, F-test by Scheffé’s method and content analysis.

The result of this research were :

1. The results of the evaluation of school-based curriculum on foreign languages in overall and
every aspects was appropriate. The results of product evaluation of students were at a high appropriate level.
Students were satisfied with the teachers. The results of input and process evaluation of teachers were not
appropriate was instructional aid were insufficient and students cannot use sound lab because it was out of
order repairment. Budget are not enough. Teachers had to teach many subjects. The results of product of
students’s learning were unsatisfaction.

2. The comparison of evaluation results of parents in overall classified by level and occupation
were not statistically significant different at .05 level, classified by income were statistically significant
different at .05 level. In every aspect, process and product were statistically significant different at .05 le\;el.
In the aspect of context, input were not statistically significant different at .05 level.

3.  The comparison of evaluation results of students in overall classified by level were not
statistically significant different at .05 level. In every aspect, context was statistically significant different at

.05 level whereas input, process and product were not statistically significant different at .05 level.
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
