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# SUNTHON SAKRASAN : THE EVALUATION EMPLOYMENT SERVICE PROJECT
FOR STUDENT'S INCOME OF THE NAKHON PATHOM EMPLOYMENT OFFICE. THESIS

This research aims at the objectives as follows: 1) To evaluate the context
appropriate including the objectives of the project and the importance of holding the project 2)
To evaluate the input appropriate including prepared and appropriate, man, money, materials,
and project management 3) To evaluate the process appropriate including recruitment,
selection, distributing student's to work, examine student's working, wage payment, and
obstacles of the project 4) To evaluate ‘the product appropriate including student’s income
from the appropriate works, sufficiency, satisfaction, justification, and skills 5) To evaluate the
impacts from this project including the chance of going to the labor market and the student's
saving-money behavior. The populations and samples of this project include the chief of
the Nakhon Pathom Employment Office (one person), the employed students (192 people),
the chiefs of the state enterprises (49 people), the foremen (49 people), the steering
committees (5 people), and the parents (188 people). The research tools utilized in this project
consist of questionnaires (467 people) analyzed with percentage (%), average (x), and
standard deviation (S.D.). The interviews collected from 17 people are analyzed from their
content analysis.

The result of this research were :

The related people evaluation employment service project for student’s income of
Nakhon Pathom employment office can be categorized into each point as follows:

1. The context evaluation appears that the steering committee’s opinion is in the
highest level, averaging 4.92. The opinion of the chiefs of the State Enterprises, the foremen,
the employed students, and the parents averaged as 4.31, 4.30, 4.20, and 4.16 respectively.

2. The input evaluation appears that everyone’s opinion is in the high level. The
steering committees, the employed student's, the parents, the chiefs of the State Enterprises,
and the foremen averaged as 4.52, 3.98, 3.82, 3.80, and 3.81 respectively.

3. The process evaluation appears that the steering committee’s opinion is in the
highest level, averaging 4.76. The opinion of the employed students, the foremen, the chiefs of
the State Enterprises, and the parents are in the high level, averaged as 3.96, 3.96, 3.92, and
3.91 respectively.

4. The product evaluation appears that the committee’s opinion is in the highest
level, averaging 4.75, the employed student’s, the parents, the chiefs of the State Enterprises,
and the foremen are in the high level, averaged as 4.22, 4.20, 4.09, and 4.08 respectively.

5. The impact evaluation appears that the committees’ opinion is in the highest
level, averaging 5.00. the employed student's, the parents, the chiefs of the State Enterprises
and the foremen are in the high level, averaged as 4.32, 4.29, 4.07, and 4.07 respectively.

6. The problems and the resolutions of the project are concluded as follows: the
context evaluation of the project period which is too short should be extended until a school
begins, the input evaluation of the money which is too scant should be eked from the related
provinces or public services, the process evaluation of the withdrawal of payment which is too
late should be explained radically, and the document should be sent in time, the product
evaluation of the students have a few chance to work for income. therefore; the other related
offices should advocate this project. The impact evaluation of the income which the students
earn is not much enough, thereby; this project should gain more money in order to extend the
period of employment.
