The purposes of this research were , 1)to study level of adjustment, opinion toward
wrong — committed behavior , relationships with friends , informational support , emotional
support and material support from the rehabilitation center among male children and youths in
the department of juvenile observation and protection in Bangkok and its environs , 2)to
compare level of adjustment as classified by age, educational level , type of conviction ,
duration of training course according to the court's judgement , type of accommodation and
family income , and 3)to determine adjustment, opinion toward wrong-committed behavior ,

relationships with friends, informational support , emotional support and material support from
the center as the predictors of children and youths’ adjustment in the rehabilitation center
under the department of juvenile observation and protection in Bangkok and its environs.
Samples were 320 children and youths in the rehabilitation center under the
department of juvenile observation and protection in Bangkok and its environs derived by
stratified random sampling technique. Instruments used to collect data were questionnaires

constructed by the researcher. Data were analyzed for percentage %), mean (X), standard
deviation (S.D.), t- test , One-Way ANOVA and the Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis.
The results found that:

1.Adjustment, opinion toward wrong-committed behavior, relationships with friends
were at the moderate level. Informational support, emotional support and material support
were at the high level.

2.The children and youths’ adjustment in the rehabilitation center as classified by age ,
levels of education were different statistically significant at .05, while type of conviction,
duration of training course according to the court’s judgement , type of accommodation , and
family income were not significantly different.

3.Emotional support , informational support and relationships with friends predicted male
children and youths’ adjustment at the percentage of 35.1 ,with statistical significance at .001.
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
