The objective this independent study was to develop a guideline of patient
advocacy for nurses in  Nonghan Hospital, Udonthani Province. The study was
conducted in 40 nurses who worked in Nonghan Hospital, Udonthani Province. The
study instrument was the training workshop on patient advocacy for Nurses in Nonghan
Hospital, Udonthani Province, and the questionnaire for suggestions and comments
after implementing the guideline of patient advocacy for nurses. In the training  workshop,
brainstroming process was conducted which started from setting problems in patient
advocacy and then establishing the guideline of patient advocacy for nurses, which
based on the Patient Right Commandments and the role of nurses on patient advocacy
recommeded by Nurse’s Council. The nurses evaluated problems and gave suggestions

after implementing the established guideline for one month.

The study results presented as follows:

1. The problems of patient advocacy were that patients did not receive adequate
information and nurses did not have a guideline of patient advocacy

2. This guideline of patient advocacy consisted of objectives, practice procedures
implementation and record.

3. The problems of implementing were it complexity and a lot of details.

Suggestion from this independent study.

| Nurse administrations in nonghan Hospital should encourage their staff nurses to
provide nursing care based on the guideline of patient advocacy. Therefore, quality of
nursing care will be improved and patients are satisfied. Moreover, a guideline of patient

advocacy should be developed for other health care practices in addition to nursing care.
