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The purposes of this study were to develop a peer-based supervision model, to develop
student teachers” ability to supervise peers, to study the student teachers’ teaching ability and to
study the opinions of student teachers, cooperating teachers and supervisors on peer-based
supervision of the language student teachers, Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University.

The target group were 29 student teachers, 19 English language student teachers, 6 Thai language
student teachers and 4 French language student teachers. Research instruments comprised
records, evaluation forms, questionnaires and focus group interview. Data were analyzed by
using percentage, mean, standard deviation through SPSS for Windows, and content analysis.
The research findings are as follows :

1. The model of peer-based supervision of the language student teachers consists of

3 stages
a. Pre-conference
After finishing writing a lesson plan, the student teacher either had the peer or
the cooperating teacher check it. Both student teachers would make comments on a peer review

form and also make oral comments.

b. Observation

then recorded peer teaching behavior after class. Both the Thai and English language student
teachers sat in the back of the class observing and recording peer teaching behavior. The student
teachers were evaluated by students and themselves.
c. Post-conference
Each pair exchanged their views and made comments.

2. The student teachers’ ability to supervise peers were at the level moderate to good.

3. The cooperating teachers, the supervisors, the students and the students teachers
themselves agreed that the student teachers had teaching development from the level fair to good
and teaching evaluation results were at the level good.

4. The opinions of the student teachers, the cooperating teachers and the supervisors

on peer-based supervision model were that they all agreed that the model used was useful and

should be used in the next semester.
