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The aim of this study was to onstruct an early behavior assessment of autistic in-infant
for paents. That was created from aren’t with autistic children, literature review, and eapert.
Mixed methods reseach (qual —> QUANT) was onducted to develop the assessment tool. The
study process was divided into two phase. The qualitative study aimed to understand parents’
experienes of early behavior of autistic. Participants were parents or caregiver of autistidisorder
children. Data was colleted by in-depth interview participant observation and document study,
was analyzed using content analysis. The second phase integrated early behavior of autistic in
infant from parent perception in frist phase, literature review and exert by Delphi technique.

The results of this study indicate that parents perceived early behavior of autistic in infant
in 6 component as easily child (not cry, easily feed and sleep),\ social and emotional behavior,
speech and listen behavior, interested, sameness behavior, position and motor behavior, and
sensory behavior. This data was integrated with literature and expert in Delphi 3 round. Family,
the early behavior assessment of autistic in infant for parents that was created that content 6
component in 86 items. The assessment components were sensory behavior, social and emotional
behavior, communication behavior, interested, sameness behavior, motor behavior and

temperament.
