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The purposes of this study were to study 1) The personal characteristics,
rehabilitation, social support and self-concept of the disabled in Amphur Nhong Reu,
Khonkaen, 2) Physical Self-reliance of the disabled in Amphur Nhong Reu, Khonkaen,
3) Factors related to physical self-reliance of the disabled in Amphur Nhong Reu,
Khonkaen, 4) Factors influencing self-reliance of the disabled in Amphur Nhong Reu,
Khonkaen, 5) Problems and obstacles of physical self-reliance of the disabled in Amphur
Nhong Reu, Khonkaen.

The sample group in this research was 101 casesof the disabled, 15 — 65 years
olds who registered at the public- welfare office of Khonkaen, during January 1994 to
December 2001 lived in Amphur Nhong Reu, Khonkaen. Using the interview Schedule
Quantitative Research and calculating in the computer, by the software for the social
research. ( SPSS for Window )

The statistics used for analyzing the data were percentage, mean, standard
deviation, Pearson Product moment Correlation Coefficient and Stepwise Multiple
Regression Analysis. The results are :-

1) The majosity of the disabled were 35 - 44 years olds. The mean age is 41.44.
The basic educational level is primary school. The period of disability is between 2 - 15
years, and most of them were crippled after birth . The level of disability was fourth
level. And the causes of disability without proof are the most people.

The rehabilitation. The majority of the disabled do not receival the Medical
Rehabilitation, Educational Rehabilitation, Social Rehabilitation and Vocational

Rehabilitation. The period of medical rehabilitation is during 1 - 6 years
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The percodfaleducation rehabilitation is during 4 - 6 years. The 1 - 4 years for social
rehabilitation, and 2, 4 and 5 years.

For the characteristic of the disabler’s family, the most of the disabled were
grew up in the democratic way and had a good relationship with the member of the family.

For Social Support. The information, tangible and emotional support are in
the middle level. The disabler’s Social Support is mean.

For The disabler’s self-concept. The personal self and self satisfaction are
positive. The physical self, moral-ethical self, family self, social self and self-criticism are
negative. The disabler’s self-concept is positive.

2) The disabler’s Self-reliance in the daily task, was in the high level,
economic and social self-reliance was in the middle level. All dimensions of self-reliance
were in the high level.

The study of quantitative data found that there was a consistent with each other.
The disabled have a good in the self-reliance of daily tasks, but social and economic
self-reliance was in the middle level.

3) The factors which were related to self-reliance by using Pearson Product
Moment Correlation Coefficient found that the level of disability, the experience of
social rehabilitation, the style of growing up and social support have a negative relationship
with self-reliance which have a meaning in statistic at level 0.05

4) The factor that were influenced to the self - reliance by using the stepwise
multiple regression analysis found that the democracy style of growing up, the experience in
medical rehabilitation, social rehabilitation and the disabler’s self caused the self-reliance
for the disabled which have a meaning in the statistic at level 0.05.

5) Summary of the problems and obstacles of the disabled’s self-reliance.

5.1 The disabled’s Self-reliance in the daily task.
1. A obstacles taken by the disability, causes the complication for
2. The unsuitable surroundings for example, the dwelling or
the transportation etc.
5.2 The economic Self - reliance.
1. The negative attitude of the ordinary people to the disabled for
example, the concession of the disabled’s ability of the employer, family or neighbor.

2. The lack of a chance to receive education, the disabled can not find

a job.
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3. The faith of people in the countryside, they believe that giving
a work for the disabled was the cruelty not the mercy.
5.3 The social Self - reliance.
1. The problem in the appearance, the disability at the body, causes

them lose the confidence while meeting people.

2. The problem in the transportation, the disabled had a problem to

go and join the activities in the places.
