The purposes of this study were to study the participation of teacher-librarians in istructional
process and problems from piﬁrlicipnting of teacher~librarians and teachers in nstructional process in
both big and extra sized sccondary schools under the jurisdiction of General Education Division,
Khon Kaen province. The sample consisted of 13 tcacher-librarians who are had of librarics and 321
teachers.  All questionnaires were returned. The data analysis was by means of SPSS for windows for
percentage, mean and standard deviation.

Findings : Teacher-librarians were participated in instructional process (73.65%). Both teacher-
librarians and teachers considered that teacher-librarians were participated in instructional process at
moderate level. Considering from the instruction process, it showed that teacher-librarians considered
that they were participated in teaching process at high level. But they were participated in planning and
assessment process at moderate level. Teacher-librarians who had were work as librarian for 6 - 10
years were participated in instructional process at high level. However, teacher-librarians who had work
for 1-5 years, 11-15 years and more than 16 years were participated in instructional process at
moderate level.  In addition, teacher-hbrarians who had 11-15 hours in teaching were participated in
instructional process at high level but teacher-librarians who did not have teaching hpurs or had 1-5
hours and 6-10 hours in teaching were participated in instructional process at low level.  Considering
from degree of education, it showed that teacher-hbrarians who had other degree of education which was
not library sciences and information sciences were participated in instructional process at high level.
Teacher-librarians who had degree of library and information sciences were participated in instructional
process at moderate level. In addition, teachers considered that teacher-librarians were participated a
step of the instrucdonal processes at moderate level.  Except teachers who had experiences in teaching
more than 16 years and teacher who used other teacher methods such as assigning project to student or
independent study, Teacher-librarians were participated in instructional process at tow fevel.

Problems of participation of teacher~librarians in instructional process.  Teacher-librarians
(93.49%) had problems of participation in instructional process at moderate level.  But teachers
(80.229%) had problems of participation in instructional process at low level. Considering trom problem
both teacher-librarians and teachers had were lacked of co~operative planning for instructional plan and
the library had; not enough space for service many classrooms in cach time, those problem it at high

level for teacher-librarians but it showed at low level and moderate level for teachers.
