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Once a criminal offence is committed, a wrongdoer or an accused person will be
automatically charged as an alleged offender whereby the process of arrestment, taking into
custody or investigation of such alleged offender falls under an officer's authority. Formerly
i.e. since Sukhothai to Rattanakosin era, rights bestowed upon the alleged offender had
never been clearly specified. It was merely compassion and sympathy that were
contrivances in the said process. The occurrence as such was due to the fact that Thailand
in earlier times was under the absolute monarchy system and for the benefits of governing a

country, the rights of the alleged offender solely depended upon the king's absolute power.

As soon as Thailand had entered into relations with other western civilized countries
through trade and dealings together with the interference of imperialism in the country, the
incidents gradually affected Thailand's independence as to Thai courts of justice and justice
system. During the reign of King Rama V, the rights of the alleged offender were exceedingly
called for owing to the fact that the alleged offender who was primarily accused of
committing crime in Thailand was a foreigner and was therefore obliged to be adjudicated
under Thai law and Thai courts of justice. Subsequently, laws relating to Thai courts of
justice and justice system were reformed and modernized in accordance with western
theories and models. The alleged offender had increasingly received a number of rights

since then until Thailand's criminal procedural code was promulgated in 1935.
