The purpose of this study was to investigate situations, problems and needs
of community people for their participation in educational management in Child'
Friendly Schools under the jurisdiction of the Khon Kaen Provincial Primary
Education Office. The population sampled was 19 child friendly schools. Sampling
was drawn from 9 schools which participated in the 1 and 3™ phases of the project.
Data was obtained from 193 coresspondents selected from : 1) Members of school
board committee, 2) Experts in local wisdom, 3) Buddhist abbots, 4) Presidents of
student clubs, and 5) Leaders of the classrooms from grade 6 and Matthayom 3. .

The instruments used for data collection were 5 sets of interview-
questionnaires. The obtained-data were analyzed for means, standard deviation and

percentages. The results are reported in a descriptive manner.

Findings

1. Knowledge management system : it was found that community
participation was at a’high' level. The activities included participation in setting
guidelines and school policy, planning school activities, promoting learning activities
according to students skills and interests. Communities were pleased with the
contribution to teacher development. Which could help teachers organize learner-
centered activities concretely. Everyone emphasized on learning and teaching and the
possibility that teachers could organize learning activities in response to community
needs.

As for the problem of knowledge management, it was found that community
participation was at a medium level in plans to use local wisdom in classrooms.

This problem was due to the low educational background of parents. Parents did not

understand the curriculum, the organization of learning and teaching and evaluation
techniques. Also parents did not understand learning content, so they could not help
their children with homework.

As for the need for participation, communities wanted to participate at a high
level, especially in : planning for the implementation of local wisdom in learning
activities and facilitating activities related to skills and interests of students. In lower
secondary school level. They wanted to participate in a seminar for teachers, parents
and students so they could learn about educational movements and outcomes of
school work continuously.

2) Concerning students development, it was found that community
participation was at a high level. Activities included : a comparing for drug-addicts,
gambling and media censorship, and the establishment of a home school relationship
programme. They were pleased that students could participate in school activities
according to their interests. Schools created a data-bank for individual students in
order to develop students full potential and to protect childreu rights. There were
some problems at a moderate level. For example, activities for development and -
helping students with disciplinary problems and activities related to students’ health.
As for the need for participation, it was at a high level, especially activities related to
solving students disciplinary problems and promoting an ethics, discipline and
responsibility for them.

3) In the area of learning resource for students, it was found that
communities as sites for learning were at a high level. Communities gave advice for
further study and choices of occupations and also promoted an awareness of
sustainable learning. They were pleased about being able to serve as learning
resources for studying local wisdom and organizing activities in which students could
help each others.

Problems concerning participation in this issue were at moderate level.
Problems included : planning activities related to local wisdom learning, teaching
local wisdom for students, lack of up-to-date instructional media. Need for
participation was at a high level especially in teaching local wisdom. Students wanted
to go for a study-trip once a year and see a good environment, computer laboratory,

library and learning resources for them.
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4) In relation to the contribution tc learning resources, it was found that
community participation was at a high level. Activities included collecting material
to help underprivileged — groups, donating money to support learning resources.
They were pleased with the programme for health promotion. They were all aware of
their roles in community participation and they took part in planning their own roles
and strategies.

Problems concerning community participation were at a moderate level.
Activities consisted of donations for various activities. Communities wanted to
participate at a high level in the mentioned-actives and also wanted to participate in
the development of a learning environment which would facilitate learning and

teaching situations better.
