The purposes of this research were 1) to compare third grade students’ learning
outcome in household works before and after being taught by Learning Together Technique,
2) to study the household works performance of third grade students taught by Learning
Together Technique and 3) to study the students’ opinions toward the Learning Together
Technique. The samples of the study were 45 students from third grade class in the second
semester of academic year 2007 at Kanchanaburi Kindergarten School. The period of the
study was during November 2007 — March 2008.

The instruments used in the study were; 1) six lesson plans, 2) Ieaming outcome
test, 3) household works performance evaluation form and 4) questionnaires on the opinions
toward the Learning Together Technique. The statistical analysis employed were mean (x),
standard deviation (S.D.) and t-test dependent.

The research findings were as follow :

1. The learning outcome of the third grade students on the household works before
and after being taught by Learning Together Technique were significant different at .05 level.
The students had better learning ability after being taught by Learning Together Technique.

2. The household works performances of third grade students on dining table
manners and queuing for buying food of the students were at a high level. However, a Thai
style dining manners was at a moderate level of performance.

3. Third grade students expressed their opinions toward the Learning Together
Technique that the learning climate was very interesting because this technique allowed them
to help each other and be able to learn independently. For the usefulness of learning activity
aspect, they agreed that they could exchange their ideas while they were studying. Moreover,
they agreed that the Learning Together Technique encouraged them to think profoundly and
learn happily.
