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The purposes of this experimental research with one group pretest-posttest design
were : 1) to compare learning outcomes in analytical reading skills of the fourth grade
students before and after being taught by KWL Plus Technique 2) to study the students’
opinion towards the instruction with KWL Plus Technique. The sample consisted of 30 fourth
grade students of Donchedipittayakom School under the Jurisdiction of the Office of
Suphanburi Education Service Area. The research instruments used for gathering data were ;
instructional plan of KWL Plus Technique, learning outcomes in analytical reading skills test
and questionnaire on the opinions towards the instruction with KWL Plus technique. The
statistical analysis employed were mean (X), standard deviation (S.D.), t-test dependent and
content analysis.

The research findings of the study were :

1) The learning outcomes in analytical reading skills of the fourth grade students
before and after being taught by the KWL Plus Technique were statistically significant
different at the 0.01 level. The analytical reading skills of the students in indicating main ideas
was at the highest level, whereas the summarizing of main ideas was at a high level. Besides,
the learning outcomes in analytical reading skills in fables reading were at the highest level
and higher than the learning outcomes in analytical reading skills in documentary reading.

2) The students’ opinions towards the instruction with KWL Plus Technique were
overall at a high agreement level. On the learning activities aspect they perceived that it
enhanced them to ask and answer more questions, on the aspect of learning environment
they perceived that they were willing to work with groups. On the aspect of learning
usefulness they perceived that they learned more content and gained understanding of the
content.
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
