The purposes of this research were to develop parents' potential for
educational support and study participatory action research that was used to develop
parents* potential for educational support .

The population of the study was 49 families of Tha Ton Ngaew students’
Parents in Tambon Paak-Bong, Amphur Pasang in Lamphun .

The research outcomes were as follows :

1. Parents' potential for educational support was developing to a certain extent
for them to have a clearer knowledge and understanding of educational support, good
attitudes and satisfactory behavior in educational support .

2. The participatory action research approach for developing parents’ potentail
for educational support was effective because it drew participation from several
concerned families, namely school committee members, health officials, every class of
village leaders in Moo 2, 3 and 4 in Tambon Paak-Bong, Amphur Pasang in Lamphun,
and everyone of Tha Ton Ngaew students’ parents. They agreed to adopt the approach

and apply it in other situations .
