The study aimed at investigating the mathematics learning aclicvement of Prathom
Suksa 6 students who learned through tcam- assisted individualization, comparing the development
of the mathematics leaming achicvement of the students whose mathematics backgrounds were
difterent, and investigating classroom interaction of Prathom Suksa 6 students who leamned
through teani-assisted individualization. The number of 12 Prathom Suksa 6 students of
Ban Muanga school in Mae Rim District, Chiang Mai Province during 2546 B.E. academic yecr
participated in this study. They were put into 3 groups with 4 members each. In each group, one of
them was highly achieved while the two and one of them were fairly achieved and low achicved
respectively. The tools consisted of 1) five mathematics Jesson plans on counting utilizing team —
assisted individualization, 2) mathematics achievement test on counting reliability value of which
was 0.81 and 3) students' interactive behavior observing sheet. The data derived was analyzed
through means, percentage and standard deviation while correlation among classroom interaction

was descriptively presented.

The study showed that: TE 1 5 8 9 1 2

1. The mathematics learning achievement of the students who learned through
tcam — assisted individualization showed higher posttest results when compared to those of the
pretest results at the rate of 54.29 percent.

2. The development of mathematics learning achievement classified according to those
students' capability of high, fair and iow after leamed through team — assisted individualization
showed the development rates of 60.94 %, 52.86 % and 50.49 % respectively.

3. The students’ classroom interaction afier using team — assisted individualization was

very well conducted.
