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The purposes of this research were : 1) to develop and assess the efficiency of the
Reading Comprehension lesson plans 2) to compare scores of the students’ outcomes resulting
from the tests performing prior to and after the students’ engagement In lessons constructed to
meet the gold of the approach of the Participatory Learning, and 3) to study the students’ opinions
about the lessons of the Participatory Learning Approach. The sample consisted of 39 students of
the ninth grade, Maephraprachak School, Suphan Buri Province. The research instruments using
collect data were comprised of package of Reading Comprehension lesson plans focusing on
skills of reading for main ideas under the Participatory Approach, an achievement tests, and a
questionnaires requesting students’ opinions. The collected data were analyzed by the statistical
means of percentage (%), mean (; ), standard deviation (S.D.) and the t - test‘ dependent.

The findings were as follows :

1. Compared to the hypothetical criterion, the percentage of 81.30/84.23 implied the high
efficiency of the Reading Comprehension iesson plans on which focused the main ideas, and 4
varieties of reading texts including news, tale, article and short story.

2. On comparison, the difference of the students’ scores of the tests prior to and after the
engagement in lessons was statistically significant at the level of 0.01 on the scale of the t-test
dependent whereas the scores of the after test were higher than the ones of the prior.

3. In addition to their opinions of the relaxed atmosphere of the class, the availability of
great opportunities for student to freely and fully express their ideas and their ability having promoted
to gain the knowledge in class and to apply it to both their leaming strategy and pursuing
knowledge, the students expressed their most agreement at the highest level on the scale of Likert

with their learning reading for main ideas by the Participatory Approach as a whole.
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
