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The purposes of this independent study were to develop The Instructional Developing of
Chiang Mai Local’s Language for grade 4 of Baan Saimoon School, Chiang Mai by using the
electronic media which was related to the subject matter. The teaching results were analyzed by
the achievement of learning from The Instructional Developing of Chiang Mai Local’s Language
for grade 4 of Baan Saimoon School, Chiang Mai. The developing media procedure starts from
collecting the data, preparing the subject matter, designing the lessons form, writing the layout,
storyboard, creating the evaluation form and rewrite the lessons.

The target group of this independent study were twenty-seven students in Grade 4 from
Baan Saimoon Hang Dong Chiang Mai. The study instruments: the electronic instruction media
of traditional Chiang Mai Language, the evaluation of media structure, the evaluation of
satisfaction and the pre-test and the post-test. Percentage tests were used to analyze the obtained
data. 7

The results of the study show that the 77.96 percentages of students who studied the
traditional Chiang Mai language and took the post-learning test. They are more than the students
who never study before. The overall of the students more satisfied in the pre-test and the post-test
that they can play with the variety of questions.
