The purposes of this investigation were to study the existence. problems for
participative academic management of the basic education committee. Of 165 members of
committee were selected to be the research sample. The constructed instrument was tried
out with the reliability 0.9725. Data was analyzed by Computer SPSS for Windows to find
out the frequency. percentage. arithmetic mean and standard deviation.

Finding:

1. The basic education committee were participatively performed academic
management at the “moderate™ level ranking in order as follows 1) learning and teaching
management 2) building and environment development which suitable for learning and
teaching. and 3) local curriculum development.

2. Problems on academic management were at the “moderate™ level ranking in
order as follows 1) academic planning performance 2) local curriculum development. and
3) provided the budget and materials for the educational media production.
