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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study the state, problems, and guidlines of Participation on The
Internal Quality Assurrance of The School Board Under The Office Of Roi et Educational Service 2, in 363
schools. The samples as key informants included 345 School Board. The instrument was questionnaire
constructed by the researcher with reliability coefficient .99. Data were analyzed by calculating the Percentage,
Mean, and Standard Deviation.

The research findings:

1) For the state of participation on Internal Quality Assurance of School Board, the findings found
that the overall of aspects with participation ranking in order as follows: Preparation Aspect, Reporting Aspect,
and Implementation Aspect. Considering each aspect, found that the Preparation Aspect including the item
with the highest level of participation as Participation in determining the need for creating awareness of Internal
Quality Assurance of schools. For Imblelﬁentation Aspect, the item with the highest level of participation
included the Participation in determi'ning the need for developing Educational Quality of schools, and
Participation in organizing the annual plan of schools. For Reporting Aspect, the item with the highest level of
Participation was: Participation in improving schools continuously. '

2) For the problems of participation on Internal Quality Assurance of School Board, the overall and
each aspect were in “Moderate” level ranking in order: Reporting Aspect, Implementation Aspect, and
Preparation Aspect. Considering each aspect, Preparation Aspect, the item with the highest level of problems
included the Participation in determining the need, and team working of schools. For Implementation Aspect,
the item withy the highest level of problem included the Participation in supporting and enhancing every
responsible committee to work happily based on process of Internal Quality Assurance of schools. For
Reporting Aspect, the item with the highest level of problem included the Participation in improving schools
continuously.

3) For the guidelines of Participation on Internal Quality assurance of School Board. Considefing
each aspect, Preparation Aspect, the item with the highest level of Participation included: School Board should
be provided knowledge, understanding, experience in Internal Quality Assurance of schools. For
Implementation Aspect, the item with the highest level of Participation included: School Board should
participate in raking order of importance of school educational objectives. For Reporting Aspect, the item with

the highest level of Participation included: School Board should participate in improving schools continuously.
