Radio broadcasting is an effective media for providing knowledge and an easy
means to reach adolescents. The objective of this research was to produce an effective
media program for disseminating reproductive health information via radio broadcasting.
The sample was 32 female and male adolescents aged between 13-20 years old. The study
was divided into 2 phases: phase one was {o survey reproductive problems, phase two was
to develope reproductive health media congruent with the problems obtained from the
previous phase. The media program was constructed as a story series. The story consisted
of 11 installments, each section lasting between 2 minutes and 2 minutes and 40 seconds.
In addition, a song was composed to be used before and after the media presentation. The
result of this study showed that the content was interesting. However, suggestions for
improving the media program were to add more content in each section and to broadcast

the story over school public address systems
