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The objective of this rescarch is to development of Occupational Curriculum on
Indigenous Mohom Cloth Dying at Teonghong Schecl (Apiwang Coliege), 1 oonghong
Sub district, Mueang Phrae District. The studied group consisted of 5 persons from the group
of population who had given the data bases, 17 persons from the group of population who had
studied the curriculum and 36 persons from the group of population who had participated in the
evaluation process. The research tools consisted of 2 sets of the interviewing forms for studying
the data base, the curriculum and the learning activity plan on the Occupational Indigenous
Mohom Cloth Dying Subject, the student’s learning outcome evaluation forms, 4 sets of the
questionnaires and the interviewing forms for the curriculum’s using result evaluation. Data
were analyzed by using percentage, mean standard deviation and analytical description.

The finding of this research were as follows:

1. The development of Occupational Curriculum on indigenous Mohom Cloth Dying
Toonghong School (Apiwang College), Toonghong Sub district, Mueang Phrae District with the
curriculum development processes were analysis the data bases, the curriculum’s arrangement’s

condition and the indigenous Mohom Cloth Dying conservation’s need. For the curriculum
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planning consisted of curriculum design based on society learner’s interesting to responsible their
society and develop learner has the ability to practice in higher level. After that develop the
curriculum; determing the lcurning’s purnose, writing courses description, learning time, learning
unit, analyse learning table, analyse text table, designing lesson plans, and to be examined by the
specialists. For the practical curriculum Implementation having contracted with the concerning
persons, the material and equipment’s preparation and publicized the curriculum and then operate
the various learning activities. The curriculum is then used by local experts to co-operate the
teaching with the teacher and took part on the learncr’s outcome evaluation. For the learner’s
success cvaluation consisted of the Cognitive Domain, the Affective Coinain and the
Psychomotor Domair: including the opinions of thc parents, the society’s leaders, and the
teachers.

2. The result of the curriculum Implementation’s evaluations.

2.1 The lecarner’s outcome evaluation found that the Cognitive Domain, the
Psychomotor Domain were of the good level and the Affective Domain was at high level.

2.2 The learncr’s opinion about the curriculum’s Implementation of environment
community, learning activities found that their opinions were sated at high level and the learner’s
role was at the most. The parent’s opinions on the suitability of the curriculum found that were
sated at high level; the good attitude for the community’s culture, proud of the practical by
themselves and would like to preserve the Mohom Cloth. The teacher’s opinions on the
suitability of the curriculum development for Occupational on Indigenous Mohom cloth dying
subject found that the form and description of the curriculum including the objectives, the
contents, the learning activities and the evaluation, including the practical using of the curriculum
on the activity operation and the suitability contract with the local specialist were suitable. The
community’s leader’s opinions about the Occupational Curriculum found that the learner can dye

the Mohom Cloth and there should be arrange the learning activities in every classes and

semester.
