The objectives of this research were develop local curriculum and evaluation the
curriculum and opinions towards this curriculum on Young Tourist Guides for Eco-Tourism for
Grade Level 2, Ban Pong School, San Sai District, Chiang Mai Province. The target samples for
this study consisted of 1 school administrator and 1 prathom suksa 6 teacher, 1 community’s
leader, 1 community’s expert, 10 prathom suksa 6 students’ parents, 10 prathom suksa 6 students’
parents. The research tools consisted of interviews for situation analysis. The curriculum and the
learning plan on the Yong Tourist Guides for Eco-Tourism form of student achievement
evaluation, questionnaires and interview forms for curriculum’s using result evaluation. Data
were analyzed by using percentage, mean standard deviation and presented though description.

The finding of this research were as follows:

1. The development of this local curriculum on Young Tourist Guides for Eco-Tourism
for Grade Level 2, Ban Pong School, San Sai District, Chiang Mai Province. The step for
development were an analysis of the situations with relevant to local environment of Ban Pong
community, the Ban Pong school and the community needs of Yong Tourist Guides for Eco-

Tourism curriculum planning consisted of curriculum design based on activities and social

problems and focus on specific competencies. The researchers contacted the concerning persons,
prepared the materials and equipment. In learning process, provided the chances for local experts
to co-operate by local expert and the tourist guide from the Society Guides Chiang Mai Province
who participated in teaching and outcome evaluation. The students achievement evaluation
consisted of Cognitive domain, Psychomotor domain and Affective domain, including the
opinions evaluation of the learners, parents, teacher, community’ leaders and community”’ expert.
2. The result of the curriculum evaluation were found that student’ achievement of the
Cognitive Domain showed a “good” level (percentage at the 70.67), the Psychomotor Domain
pointed at a “very good ” level (90.83) and the Affective Domain showed a “very good ” level
(percentage at the 83.00). The learner’s opinions on the curriculum using showed the good level
as the whole picture. For the opinions which showed very good level. While the opinions of
parents to student behaviors changing showed good level. The opinions of community leaders
and experts about curriculum using pointed satisfaction. The opinions of teacher about curriculum
development, using and result evaluation using pointed satisfaction. The obstacle which happened
were limited time and lack of training for instructor so it led to make instructor misunderstanding

in transferring some part of the content.
