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The objectives of the study were to investigate the information on sustainable agriculture,
to analyse the present status and problems pertaining to sustainable agriculture courses and to
assess the potentials and possibility of setting up sustainable agriculture curriculum in the
educational institutes particularly in the Faculty of Agriculture, Chiang Mai University . Data was
collected from documentary sources, teaching staff of the Faculty of Agriculture, Chiang Mai
University, resource persons fromn Ministry of Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives and
from 2 NGOs (Non-governmental organizations), namely, Social Technology Project and Imboon
" Foundation as well as from 30 rural leaders directly involved with sustainable agriculture in
Chiang Mati by organizing workshop and field trips to various districts in Chiang Mai, Srisaket,
Burirum, Yasotorn and Chaserngsao.

From research findings it was found that there was the possibility of setting up
sustainable agnculture curriculum in the Faculty of Agriculture, Chiang Mai University. This can
be done through various forms, namely, setting up curriculum at the departmental level, minor
subjects at the Faculty level, individual subjects, basic requirements for agricultural students and
perhaps short-course training for genreal public. However, the most possible form at present is to
set up sustainable agriculture cumculum as option in the Department of Agricultural Extension
Faculty of Agriculture, Chiang Mai University. Five Subjects for 15 credits include Sustainable
Agriculture System Concept, Sustainable Agriculture Patterns, Society, Culture and Environment
( including bio-diversity, recycling and community right), Soil Conservation and Environmental

Impact Assessment.
