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 The purposes of this research were 1) to develop the instructional  module on dargon water jars 

in Ratchaburi  Province for  Prathomsuksa 4 students at  Damnoenwittaya School, Ratchburi Province , 2) to 

compare the pretest and posttest learning achievement on the developed instructional module, and 3) to study 

the students’ satisfaction toward  the developed instructional module. The samples  were 31 Prathomsuksa 4 

students of Damnoenwittaya School, Damnoensadauk, Ratchaburi Province of 2006 academic year. They 

were  selected by using  cluster  sampling  technique. The instrument consisted of : 1) The Instructional 

Module  on Dargon Water Jars, 2) An learning achievement test, and 3) The satisfaction questionnaires 

developed by the researcher. The data were statistically analyzed by using percentage (%), arithmetic mean 

( x ), Standard Deviation (S.D.) and t-test. 

 The results of the study were as the follows : 

           1. The efficiency of the developed Instructional Module on Dragon Water Jars in  Ratchaburi 

Province met  the efficient standard criterion of 88.38 / 88.05,which was higher than  the setting criterion  of 

80/80.

           2. Learning achievement of the posttest was significantly higher than  the  pretest at the 0.01 

level (t = 50.901). 

           3. The students’ satisfaction toward the  developed Instructional Module on dragon water jars in 

Ratchaburi Province was ranked in the high level ( x = 4.39, S.D. = .218). 
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
