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The purposes of this rescarch were to construct and test the efficiency of storytelling
incorporated lessons for grade five students, to compaic students’ English writing ability before and after
using the storytelling incorporated lessons constructed, and to study students’ opinions toward the lessons.

The samplc consisted of one randomly selected class of 50 grade five students at Bangkok
Christian College, Bangkok, during the first semester of academic year 2002. The students studied the six
lessons. The duration of experiment covered 18 class sessions over a six-weck period.

The instruments used for gathering data were; 1) the storytelling incorporated lessons;
2) a writing proficiency test. used as a pretest and posttest and 3) a questionnaire on opinions toward the
storytelling incorporated lessons.

The t-test was used to analyze the data in order to assess the students’ English writing ability
before and after using the storytelling incorporated lessons. In addition, the mean and standard deviation of
items were used to evaluate the students’ opinions toward the six lessons constructed.

The results of the study were:

1) The average score of six storytelling incorporated lessons was 93.10 percent, whereas that
of the posttest was 82.24 percent. This means that the storytelling incorporated lessons constructed were
highly effective.

2) The students’ English writing ability after using the storytelling incorporated lessons was
significantly higher than that before using the lessons constructed at the 0.05 level.

3) The students had good opinions toward the storytelling incorporated lessons.
