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The Development ofCurriculum on the reinforcement of Public

Mind Of Lower Secondary School Students.
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Abstract

This study aimed to develop and find efficiency of the curriculum
on the reinforcement of public mind of thelower secondary school stu-
dents in four aspects: 1) public responsibility, 2) right respect to others,
3) sacrifice, 4) resource and environment conservation. The research
methodology was divided into 4 steps as follows: the first step dealt with
the research document, basic information and needs.The second step

dealt with the curriculum on reinforcement of the public mind of the
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lower secondary school students. The third
step dealt with the efficiency of curriculum.
The fourth step dealt with improvement of
the curriculum. The research findings were
shown as follows :

1. The curriculum on the rein-
forcement of public mind of the lower
secondary school students composedof
seven elements: 1) importance and needs
of curriculum 2) principleof curriculum 3)
aims ofcurriculum 4) content 5) activity 6)
instructional materials 7) evaluation.

2. After the experiment, the ex-
periment group had the knowledge and
understanding of public mind, the attitude
toward public mind, and the performance
of public mind more than the control group
at .01 level of statistical significance.

3. The average scores of the knowl-
edge and understanding of public mind
during activity procedure and after activity
procedure were 86.00/82.72 which were
higher than the determined criteria (E1/E2
- 80/80). The average scores of the attitude
toward public mind were high at 4.43 which
were higher than the determined criteria
(at least 3.50). The average scores of the
performance of public mind were high at
4.24 which were higher than the determined
criteria (at least 3.50). 7. The satisfaction to-

ward the curriculum on reinforcement of the

public mind ofthe lower secondary school
students of the experiment group was high
(X bar=4.22, 5.D.=.72) which was higher than
the determined criteria (at least 3.50).
