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The objectives of this research were: 1) to study the detail of political information .
perception, 2) to study the level of political information perception, and 3) to compare the level bf
political information perception of male and female students of Rajamangala University of
Technology Isan.

The samples were 376 Third Year Students studying in 4 year program of Rajamangala
University of Technology Isan, during the first semester of 2009 academic year. The instrument
using in data collection included the questionnaire divided into 3 parts: Part 1; the respondents’
demographic data were asked, Part 2; their perception of detail from political information were
asked, the reliability of questionnaire was .77, and Part 3; The Scale measured the political
information perception, the reliability was .98. Data were analyzed by tallying the Frequency,
and calculating Percentage, Mean, and Standard Deviation.

- The research findings found that:

1. For the detail of political information perception of students in Rajamangala
University of Technology Isan, found that the source of information the students used most in
following up the political information was the television. The second order included the
newspaper and internet. For the rank order of importance of political information in daily life, the
students ranked the television media as the first order of political information in daily life. The
second order was newspaper. The third order was radio respectively. For the frequency in
following up the students’ political information, found that most of them followed up the political
information every day. For the sufficiency of the source in political information in university,
found that it was in “Moderate” level ( X = 2.98 ). The students used the source of political
information in “Moderate” level ( X = 2.80 ). The students had their needs for the source of
political information in other forms such as university radio or broadcasting line ( X = 3.22 ) as
the first order. The second order was the bulletin board arrangement ( X = 3.15 ) and talking and
discussing arrangement ( X =3.13 ).

2. For the level of political perception of students in‘ Rajarriangala University of
Technology Isan, found that most of them, 204 students or 54.80%, had the level of political
information perception in “Passing Criterion” level. For 164 students or 43.60% of them, had the
level of political information perception in “Did not pass criterion” . Besides, there were only 6
students or 1.60% of them had political information perception in “Good” level.

3. For comparison of the levél of political information perception of students in
Rajamangala University of Technology Isan, found that there were significant differences in

political information perception between male and female students at .05 level.
