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The purpose of this descriptive research was to investigate perceived self-
efficacy to sexual abuse in primary school-age girls. the sample of the study were
female primary school students in 4-6 levels of the primary schools under the
Educational Area 1 Office, Chaturapakpiman District, Roi-et Province. The 538
subjects have been simply randomly selected. The data had been obtained using the
questionnaire and were analysed by SPSS for Windows statistical programme for the
research of Social Science which were used to analyze the statistical values, such as

percentage (%), mean (x),SD.(Standard Deviation), t-test, F-test for data analysis. The

research results were as follows:

1.  On general data of primary school-age girls, they were ranged between
9-13 years old with an average age of 11 years old. 34.8% of them studied in
prarthom 6. The‘majority of students came from neucleus families and that accounted
for 56.69%. 41.1% of the parents look after their children closely.

The factor related to the perceived self-efficacy of primary school-age gitls
were catagorized as follows:

1.1 On personal factors which consisted of the results of study, it
was bound that 48.9% of the results study mostly belonged to the medium level, The
majority of the students about 69.9% had known about sexual abuse before. About
57.6% of the primary school-age girls learned most sexual abuse news from the radio
and television sources.

12 It was found that concerning environment factors which
consisted of types of families, most families were neucleus one and accounted for
74.9%. The relationships in the families of primary female students with medium

level of good relationship were valued at 71.0%.
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2. 62.8% of the students had learned about the sexual abuse and learned
to protect themselves at the medium level.

3. The students had some opinions on the protection of themselves
concerning sexual abuse and had known how to prevent this at the medium level of
71.6%.

4. The differences of the perceived self-efficacy to sexual abuse fell into
two types : personal factor and environmental factor. The difference concerning the
perception of self-efficacy fell into two types : one which was significantly important
was a result of their study. Those with good results could learn to manage themselves

from sexual abuse at a better level which could be valued at (F = 16.84,p<0.01). With

the relationship in the families, it was discovered that those from good loving
relationship within the families could learn to defend themselves from sexual abuse

better than those from poorly relationship within the family with the value at (F =
36.78, p,0.01)

5. It was found that concerning how to protect themselves after sexual |
abuse the situation differed in that those who have had personal factors and different
environments learned how to protect themselves better. This was differently from
those who have never been exposed to such news and never learned how to protect
themselves. Tt was also found that those from good families had good opinions
concerning how to protect themselves from sexual abuse. with the statistical value of

(F= 13.31,p<0.01) Apart from the above results, it was found that 86 percentage of

primary school-age girls had knowledge on the Rights for children.
