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This is a descriptive research study using collected qualitative data with the objectives to
study the perception of family members for taking care of the HIV infected pregnant women. The
~ samples of the research study were 10 families of HIV infected pregnant women who were
willing to disclose that they were infected The content analysis was conducted between
November 2008 and March 2009 with ten families sets of data in Amphu/r Manchakriri, Khon
Kaen Province. The research found that families’ perception concerning the care of HIV infected
pregnant women has 3 aspects. :

To acknowledge the role of the HIV pregnant women 1) Taking care of mental health by
consoling with good words, do not leave the HIV infected pregnant women to stay alone and do
not say any sad stories to hurt them. After a pregnant woman became aware that she got HIV she
would be worried and depressed. Consequently her family will be worried of her adjustment and
acceptance of her infection. Therefore, her family should take care and console with good willing.
2) Attendance to her need during pregnancy. The families take care of the HIV pregnant women
as the followings serve high vitamin and safety food and forbidden food. Take a good rest, Take
care of her to see the doctor as the appointment, remind her to take anti HIV medicine for
protecting the AIDS transmitting because her family wants her to be in good health so that her
embryo in her womb would be protected from HIV from her to an embryo. 3)Environment
matters for pregnancy. The family must pay attention to her new accommodation including the
sanitary environment, in order to protect the HIV pregnant woman and her infant in her womb.
The additional results of this study found that the definition of AIDS in the perception of the
family which are both negative and positive aspects. For examples of the negative definitions:
AIDS is a serious infectious disease, AIDS is the disease of one’s past deeds, AIDS is the disease
of careless people However the positive definitions are AIDS can be treated and AIDS disease is
difficult to be transmitted comparing to Diabetes

To conclude, this research should help families to take befter care for HIV pregnant
woman in the Isan society or any other culturally similar communities. If they can adjust
themselves to better take care HIV pregnant women, then their families should be happier and

well being.
