“Structure of Islamic World in Globalizihg Era:

Multilateralism and Islamic World’s Response to Globalization”

The objectives of this research are; to study the nature and structure of Islamic World in
contemporary globalization era; to analyses the approach of the [slamic World in dealing with the
rising of globalization at the multilateral level; to evaluate the ability of Islamic World to cope
with the pressures of globalization. This study is a descriptive research, which used mainly the
documentary research methods in collecting data. However, the information collected from the
interview was just a supplementary part of the study.

The findings of this study are (1) the Islamic World, that compose of a huge population
and a number of countries, is very diverse in terms of politics, social, cultural and economics.
The important of nature and structure of Islamic World in the contemporary World are; Muslim
World organizations that reflected the unity and fragmentation of Islamic World; Muslim
Minorities; Muslim Refugees; the diversity of culture; internal minorities in Muslim states;
differences in diversity and economic status. However, despite such differences, the World
Muslim communities are linked together under the religious concept of “Islamic Ummah”

(2) The Islamic World has responded to the globalizing changes at both internal and
external levels. At the internal level, the Organization of Islamic Conference tried to adjust its
own institution according to the changing world and attempted to create a (iialogue with the West.
A part from that, the Islamic World has established many non governmental and governmental
institutions. At the external level, some Islamic states have joined other non-Islamic multilateral
globalizing institutions in order to gain a benefit from them.

(3) The achievements mentioned above have increased the ability of the Islamic World to
cope with some aspects of globalization, but they have not been effective in bringing a qualitative

“change so much due to many factors including; the Islamic World is not a homogeneous entity;
its deeply penetrated by powers of globalization; the weakness of most Muslim state institutions;

and rivalries and conflict among Muslim countries over regional leaderships and territorial issues.
