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The objectives of this research were 1) to create a primary English teachers training
package in according with the Basic Educational Curriculum B.E. 2544 (A.D. 2001) 2) to

study the effects of using the training package on primary English teachers of Schools in

Nong-Harn District of Udonthani Educational Service Area Office 3

Twenty - five primary English teachers of primary schools in Nong — Ham district
were purposively selected to participate in this training program. The research instruments were
a training package entitled “Teaching English according to Basic Education Curriculum B.E.
2544 (A.D. 2001)”, questionnaires on the training package, the trainees’ journal, and the written
lesson plan form. All data were analyzed using frequency and percentage. The data from the

trainees’ journal were grouped and then, did content analysis based the related issues.

The results of this research indicated that the three highest catagorics which were rated
at excellent level were ability to put the knowledge and skills into practice(84%) the lecture and
activities provided (80%) and the knowledge gained (76%). The written lesson plan task
showed that most of the trainces could integrated all of the knowledge in their plans at good and
excellent levels, which is incongruent with their journal. Most of the trainees stated that they

gained knowledge and understand the content of the training package.
