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The purposes of this study were {o investigate the states and problems of measurement and
evaluation of physical education teachers in secondary schools in Bangkok and vicinity and to compare
findings in measurement and evaluation in physical education subject of physical education teachers in
secondary schools in Bangkok and vicinity. The constructed questionnaires were mailed to three hundred
and fifty one physical education teachers in secondary schools in Bangkok and vicinity under the Office of
Basic Education Commission. Three hundred and eighteen of the questionnaires were returned, which were
accounted for 90.60%. The obtained data were statistically analyzed by means of percentages, means, and

standard deviations. A t-test was also employed to determine the significant differences at the 0.5 level.

The findings revealed as follows:

1. Overall, measurement and evaluation states were at high level. When analyzed in details
cognitive domain, physical fitness domain, moral domain and affective domain were at high level where as
sport skills were at the most level.

2. Overall, measurement and evaluation problems were at medium level. When analyzed in details,
affective domain, cognitive domain, and moral domain problems were in medium level, where as sport skills
domain and physical fitness domain were at the low level.

3. The comparison of measurement and evaluation states of physical education teachers in
secondary schools in Bangkok and vicinity was found with no significant differences at the .05 level. in all
areas

4. The comparison of measurement and evaluation problems of physical education teachers in
secondary schools in Bangkok and vicinity was found with significant differences at the .05 level in all areas.
When analyzed in details, moral domain and affective domain were found statistically significant at .05 level.
Moreover, the physical education teachers in the vicinity were found to have more problems than teachers in

Bangkok.
